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® Sekhukhune aim to widen
gap over Chiefs, AmaZulu

By NEVILLE KHOZA

Sekhukhune United coach Eric Tinkler
remains positive that his side will finish in
the top three despite suffering a 3-1 defeat
to Mamelodi Sundowns in the league
match on Sunday.

Babina Noko remained third on the log
table, nine points behind log leaders
Orlando Pirates and Sundowns.

Tinkler said the plan was to open the
gap between them and fifth-place Kaizer
Chiefs and AmaZulu, who are on six and
lead them with two points.

“No difference from what I said at the
beginning of the season, our target is the
top three... that’s my mandate,” he said.

“If we won today [Sunday], we should
be competing for the league? Yes, but my
mandate has not changed.

“Nothing says we can’t go and win the
next two games and close the gap, but
every single game we go into, we plan and
prepare to win it. “I don’t have the luxury
of planning and say yeah, I can get a point
over there,...these three points today are
important. ... the sooner we can create a
gap between ourselves and everyone else
to reach the top three, the better.

“And that’s what I said to the players to
open that gap between ourselves, Kaizer
Chiefs and AmaZulu, for me that’s the
target and objective.”

TINKLER REMAINS OPTIMISTIC OF TOP-3 FINISH DESPITE DOWNS LOSS

Tinkler also rued mistakes from his
side and said they will have to do better
when they visit Durban City at
Chatsworth Stadium tomorrow.

“I think all three goals come from our
mistakes, giving away possession and
against the quality they have, you will get
punished. Two of the goals are quality
goals,” he said. “But my team needed to
show more belief, but we didn’t.”

Meanwhile, Marumo Gallants have
suspended their coach, Alexandre Lafitte,
pending an internal disciplinary process.
“The suspension follows issues relating to
a failure to comply with contractual
duties. The club has also not been
performing to the expected standard in
recent fixtures,” the club said.

SCOPE OF WORK: CONSTRUCTION, SUPPLY, DELIVERY AND INSTALLATION
OF NEW WEIGHBRIDGE AT MAKHADO LANDFILL SITE.

1. INTRODUCTION

Tenders are invited from prospective and suitable service providers for the
construction, supply, delivery and installation of a Weighbridge at the Makhado Landfill
Site.

The landfill site is located on portion 1 of farm Rietvlei 276-LS in Louis Trichardt,
approximately 4.5 km East of Louis Trichardt. The landfill weighbridge must allow the
municipality to provide accurate information on waste entering and leaving the
Makhado landfill site on a daily basis, to ensure suitable management of the landfill
site.

The existing weighbridge at Makhado Landfill site always has electrical fault and
damaged loading cells. After an investigation, it was discovered that the weighbridge
was installed at the lowest point where the surface running water passes through and
this caused damage to electrical components.

To resolve this problem, the weighbridge need to be completely removed and new
weighbridge which is bigger and raised be installed to avoid damage at the loading
cell. A suitable and qualified service provider is required to remove the existing
damaged weighbridge, install 18m long weighbridge with all associated accessories
at a raised point, supply the weighbridge monitor and computer software.

The installation of the weighbridge is essential for efficient landfill operations, as it will
facilitate accurate data collection and reporting, aiding in compliance with

environmental and waste management regulations.

2. DESCRIPTION OF WORKS

2.1System Overview

The project shall entail design, construction, supply, installation of the weighbridge
inclusive of the construction of the weighbridge control room with all associated
facilities at Makhado landfill site as outlined in the scope of works included but not

limited to the following:



2.1.1 Weighbridge

The Contractor shall supply and install two bi-directional weighbridges with a minimum
rated capacity of 60 metric tons (60,000 kg), and the scale platform’s footprint shall

measure 18m x 3m (minimum).

2.1.2 Weighbridge Control Room Building Architectural, Civil and Structural

The Contractor must use the existing control room building.

2.1.3 Small Power and Lighting

The municipality will provide electricity to the building and contractor should install all

small power and lighting for all buildings.

2.1.4 Weighbridge Control System

A Workstation shall be provided in the control room and integrated to the weighbridge
controller system to perform local control and monitoring, and for automatic
comprehensive data logging and archiving with detailed analysis and reporting for
maintenance management and accounting purposes. There will be overview screens
with detailed mimics one or 2 levels deep.

Operational Areas of control shall be managed by a security and password protection
system, implemented at the operator station level when the operator logs on. This
allows operators to have access to control weighbridge system. All operator actions
shall be logged and may be interrogated during run-time or historically, by area,
operator, and console. Supervisors and engineers shall also have higher levels of
access to additional functions that are not available to a console operator.

For system time synchronization, NTP (Network time protocol via Ethernet), to
Makhado servers is possible but will completely be in Contractor’s scope to connect
to nearest available connecting point. Contractor is at liberty to also provide own GPS
time input and antenna. Local indication and alarm indications shall also be provided
by Contractor. Local control stations for the Weighbridge at the local point of
operations will be provided by the contractor which will be integrated to the computer
and workstation in the control room. As a minimum, the weighbridge control and

accounting system should be able to:



e |dentify or distinguish the different types of payloads or material being weighed.

e Automatically identify and log the vehicle being weighed.

e Log accurately time of measurement or time stamp the measurement.

e Log operator operating the system at the time of measurements.

e Alarm and log any discrepancies or faults as they arise and even log the fault during
the measuring process.

e Provide detailed reports and trends per vehicle, per type of material weighed — the
structure of these reports will be as agreed with Employer during detail design of
project.

e Store all logged data, events, video footage and reports for a period of at least five
years.

e All archived or stored data should be able to be exported to a .csv file without
requiring reprogramming of the control system — it should be exportable through
few simple steps.

e The archived or stored data should be filterable using any criteria possible.

e The system should also be able to backup and restore all data onto a removable
storage media without in a few simple steps without having to reprogramme the

control system.

2.1.5 Fire Protection

The Contractor is responsible for supply, installation, testing and commissioning and
sign off of the fire detection system that includes the provision and installation of fire
panels, smoke detectors, optical smoke detectors, heat detectors, manual call points,
monitoring controllers, isolator for short circuit protection, CO sensors, Contact
Coupler, Strobe lights, and any other requirements as detailed in the municipality’s
requirements Specification and drawings.

The Contractor must provide all necessary documentation, including as-built drawings,

test reports, and maintenance manuals to the municipality.

3. SCOPE OF WORK

The scope of work for the project entails design, construction, supply, installation,
testing, commissioning and handover of the weighbridge inclusive of the weighbridge



control room with all associated facilities and infrastructure. These include but not

limited to:

Site inspection of the areas.

supply, installation, testing and commissioning of the fire protection system that
includes the provision and installation of fire extinguishers and hose reels, and any
other requirements as detailed in the scope of work.

Removal of the existing damaged weighbridge.

Construction, supply, installation, testing and commissioning of the two bi-
directional weighbridges with a minimum rated capacity of 60 metric tons (60,000
kg), and the scale platform’s footprint shall measure 18m x 3m (minimum).
Supply and install an above ground steel deck heavy duty landfill weighbridge
system with associated peripherals as — electronics (digital load cells 10, printer
and indicator), cabling, lightning and Uninterruptible Power Supply (UPS)
protection, computer systems, software system, cameras for License Plate
Recognition and cargo or pay load type, smart card operation capability (for
automated financial transacting), and associated installation, testing and
commissioning, calibration and training for municipal staff on weighbridge
operations. In addition, the system will be fully automated and transaction
interfacing will also be possible via the internet — web hosting.

Earthing and lightning protection of the steelworks, buildings, weighbridges and
any other requirements as detailed in the Employers requirements Specification.
All electrical works for a fully functional system.

Transport and delivery must be included.

The supplier must give pricing for civil work as required.

The digital indicator must be able to also store transaction data if required, should
the PC and/or Software fail.

Should the link for remote data transmission from the Landfill Site fail, the existing
computer and software will keep storing data for later transmission to a server
located at the municipal head office. The Supplier must also indicate how the
remote link will be established and provide a price for the server computer to host
the application at the municipal offices.

Uninterruptible Power Supply (UPS) and lightning protection will be required for all

weighbridge systems.



e Installation, Calibration and Certification will be in accordance to
SABS/SANAS/NRCS/OIML (Please clarify especially on OIML as it is a
prerequisite to ensure Quality and manufacturing Compliance as per International
Standards).

e Vehicle guard rails should also be supplied, prices must be included.

e The system must have the ability for full automation with an external “ATM” style
driver operated panel. Again, this is at the supplier’s discretion and should he/she
wish it can be quoted/priced.

e Tire shredders are not used, but for future reference pricing must be shown
separately.

e Accounting system interface — the municipality may wish to interface the
weighbridge solution to the Back Office System, and the system offered must allow
for this.

This eliminates the need to draw
reports from the weighbridge and is a real-time tool to keep tabs on the
transactions as they happen.

The system will also send an SMS to selected personnel in the case of load
cell failure, thus eliminating the need to log any calls to weighbridge
technicians and provides the facility to monitor supplier performance during
down-time. The system should be able to cover transport permits, assist in
invoicing, do credit vetting and blocking of clients, and provision should be
made to connect to other weighbridges on other sites on a multiple site and
weighbridge platform, and should cater for future waste drop site location
data. All customer monthly statements will be produced via the internet web-

based weighbridge software.

5. WEIGHBRIDGE FUNCTIONAL REQUIREMENTS

This section of the document details the requirements in terms of technical design and
functional requirements for the weighbridge scale and the associated truck processing

infrastructure.

5.1 Weighbridge Scale Platform Configuration

e The platform scale shall be of the pitiless, above grade, raised weighbridge/
platform configuration. Raised weighbridge scale shall employ a steel deck
platform above grade, where the scale is located above several piers, or a slab on
grade foundation with ramps leading up to and down from the scale.

e The ramp and platform interface shall include anti-creep devises. Raised

weighbridge scale shall provide access to the scale mechanism, load cells, junction



boxes, cables and connectors via access plates mounted along the lengthwise
edges of the scale platform.

The raised platform configuration will include heavy duty vehicle guide rails along
the sides of the approach and departure ramps. These structures shall ensure that
approaching and departing trucks are well aligned with the scale platform, thus
preventing damage to the scale infrastructure and the vehicle itself. The raised
platform configuration shall also include heavy duty vehicle guide rails of steel
beam construction on both long edges of the scale platform, to ensure that the
vehicle is located safely on the scale platform.

Positioned prior to the approach ramp of the weigh-out weighbridge, but after the
vertically oriented safety trip system described in section 1.1, an impact protection
structure shall be positioned in such a manner that if an approaching side tipper
truck has its load box(s) in the unloading position the protective structure will then
absorb the impact and deflect the load box immediately alerting the truck driver.
Working parts of all equipment shall be readily accessible for inspection,
lubrication, and repair. Moving parts of any equipment shall also be guarded as
required to protect personnel during operation.

The perimeter gap between the platform and the adjacent foundation walls or
access ramp edges shall be provided with a wear resistant sealing system.

The weighbridge system shall be designed for trucks to enter and exit using a two
bidirectional weighbridge, under the direction of the automatically controlled green/

red traffic signal indication.

5.2Weighbridge Scale Capacity

The weighbridge scale shall be designed to cater for group axle load distribution. The

scale shall have a minimum rated capacity of 60 metric tons (60,000 kg), and the scale

platform’s footprint shall measure 18m x 3m (minimum). The scale shall cater for

normally loaded vehicles and is not required to cater for vehicles carrying abnormal

loads.

5.3Weighbridge Scale Platform Strength Requirements

A platform scale shall be of such strength and designed and constructed so that: A
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load equal to one half of the capacity of the scale, placed as near as possible to any
edge of the load receptor, shall not cause the load receptor or any elements of the
load transmitting device to yield unduly or cause the load receptor to disengage from
any element of the load transmitting device: and where any load— the mass of which
the scale is required to measure — weighing more than half the capacity of the scale,
can be concentrated on an area less than half that of the load receptor (under normal
conditions of use), the platform scale shall support such mass, so concentrated,
without undue yielding of the load receptor, or of any element of the load transmitting

device.

5.4Weighbridge Scale Testing and Calibration

The tests specified below shall be performed upon completion of the scale installation.
This testing and the associated costs shall form part of the scope of work to be
performed. Any additional recommended tests may be proposed for consideration.
The initial set of tests forms part of installation cost. In addition, the supplier will be
responsible for all costs associated with correcting deficiencies and retesting in the
event of a test failure.

Tests to be performed as part of the scale calibration shall include, but not be limited
to:

e Zero Load Error test.

e End-Middle-End test.

e Eccentric Loading test.

e Accuracy Test.

6. MATERIAL REQUIREMENTS

The Contractor shall be responsible for the supply of all materials. Where a material
is specified in this document, the material supplied shall be exactly in accordance with
the specification.

“Closing time” means the date and hour specified in the bidding
documents for the receipt of bids.

“Contract” means the written agreement entered into between the
purchaser and the supplier, as recorded in the contract form signed by
the parties, including all attachments and appendices thereto and all
documents incorporated by reference therein.

“Contract price” means the price payable to the supplier under the
contract for the full and proper performance of his contractual
obligations.

“Corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting
of any thing of value to influence the action of a public official in the
procurement process or in contract execution.

"Countervailing duties” are imposed in cases where an enterprise
abroad is subsidized by its government and encouraged to market its
products internationally.

“Country of origin” means the place where the goods were mined,
grown or produced or from which the services are supplied. Goods are
produced when, through manufacturing, processing or substantial and
major assembly of components, a commercially recognized new
product results that is substantially different in basic characteristics or
in purpose or utility from its components.

“Day” means calendar day.

“Delivery” means delivery in compliance of the conditions of the
contract or order.

“Delivery ex stock” means immediate delivery directly from stock
actually on hand.

“Delivery into consignees store or to his site” means delivered and
unloaded in the specified store or depot or on the specified site in
compliance with the conditions of the contract or order, the supplier
bearing all risks and charges involved until the supplies are so
delivered and a valid receipt is obtained.

”Force majeure” means an event beyond the control of the supplier and
not involving the supplier’s fault or negligence and not foreseeable.

“Fraudulent practice” means a misrepresentation of facts in order to

The supplier shall furnish the purchaser with an invoice accompanied
by a copy of the delivery note and upon fulfiliment of other obligations
stipulated in the contract.

Payments shall be made promptly by the purchaser, but in no case later
than thirty (30) days after submission of an invoice or claim by the
supplier.

Payment will be made in Rand unless otherwise stipulated in SCC.

Prices charged by the supplier for goods delivered and services
performed under the contract shall not vary from the prices quoted by
the supplier in his bid, with the exception of any price adjustments
authorized in SCC or in the purchaser’s request for bid validity
extension, as the case may be.

No variation in or modification of the terms of the contract shall be
made except by written amendment signed by the parties concerned.

The supplier shall not assign, in whole or in part, its obligations to
perform under the contract, except with the purchaser’s prior written
consent.

The supplier shall notify the purchaser in writing of all subcontracts
awarded under this contracts if not already specified in the bid. Such
notification, in the original bid or later, shall not relieve the supplier
from any liability or obligation under the contract.

Delivery of the goods and performance of services shall be made by
the supplier in accordance with the time schedule prescribed by the
purchaser in the contract.

If at any time during performance of the contract, the supplier or its
subcontractor(s) should encounter conditions impeding timely delivery
of the goods and performance of services, the supplier shall promptly
notify the purchaser in writing of the fact of the delay, its likely
duration and its cause(s). As soon as practicable after receipt of the
supplier’s notice, the purchaser shall evaluate the situation and may at
his discretion extend the supplier’s time for performance, with or
without the imposition of penalties, in which case the extension shall
be ratified by the parties by amendment of contract.

No provision in a contract shall be deemed to prohibit the obtaining of
supplies or services from a national department, provincial department,
or a local authority.

The right is reserved to procure outside of the contract small quantities
or to have minor essential services executed if an emergency arises, the

supplier’s point of supply is not situated at or near the place where the
supplies are required, or the supplier’s services are not readily
available.

21.5 Except as provided under GCC Clause 25, a delay by the supplier in
the performance of its delivery obligations shall render the supplier
liable to the imposition of penalties, pursuant to GCC Clause 22,
unless an extension of time is agreed upon pursuant to GCC Clause
21.2 without the application of penalties.

21.6 Upon any delay beyond the delivery period in the case of a supplies
contract, the purchaser shall, without canceling the contract, be entitled
to purchase supplies of a similar quality and up to the same quantity in
substitution of the goods not supplied in conformity with the contract
and to return any goods delivered later at the supplier’s expense and
risk, or to cancel the contract and buy such goods as may be required
to complete the contract and without prejudice to his other rights, be
entitled to claim damages from the supplier.

22.1 Subject to GCC Clause 25, if the supplier fails to deliver any or all of
the goods or to perform the services within the period(s) specified in
the contract, the purchaser shall, without prejudice to its other remedies
under the contract, deduct from the contract price, as a penalty, a sum
calculated on the delivered price of the delayed goods or unperformed
services using the current prime interest rate calculated for each day of
the delay until actual delivery or performance. The purchaser may also
consider termination of the contract pursuant to GCC Clause 23.

23.1 The purchaser, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of
contract, by written notice of default sent to the supplier, may
terminate this contract in whole or in part:

@) if the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods within
the period(s) specified in the contract, or within any
extension thereof granted by the purchaser pursuant to GCC

Clause 21.2;

(b) if the Supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under
the contract; or

(©) if the supplier, in the judgment of the purchaser, has

engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for
or in executing the contract.

23.2 In the event the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part,
the purchaser may procure, upon such terms and in such manner as it
deems appropriate, goods, works or services similar to those undelivered,
and the supplier shall be liable to the purchaser for any excess costs for
such similar goods, works or services. However, the supplier shall
continue performance of the contract to the extent not terminated.

23.3 Where the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, the
purchaser may decide to impose a restriction penalty on the supplier by
prohibiting such supplier from doing business with the public sector for a
period not exceeding 10 years.

23.4 If a purchaser intends imposing a restriction on a supplier or any

person associated with the supplier, the supplier will be allowed a time
period of not more than fourteen (14) days to provide reasons why the
envisaged restriction should not be imposed. Should the supplier fail to
respond within the stipulated fourteen (14) days the purchaser may regard
the intended penalty as not objected against and may impose it on the
supplier.

23.5 Any restriction imposed on any person by the Accounting Officer /

Authority will, at the discretion of the Accounting Officer / Authority,
also be applicable to any other enterprise or any partner, manager,
director or other person who wholly or partly exercises or exercised or
may exercise control over the enterprise of the first-mentioned person,
and with which enterprise or person the first-mentioned person, is or was
in the opinion of the Accounting Officer / Authority actively associated.

23.6 If a restriction is imposed, the purchaser must, within five (5) working

days of such imposition, furnish the National Treasury, with the

following information:

(i) the name and address of the supplier and / or person restricted by the
purchaser;

(ii) the date of commencement of the restriction

(iii) the period of restriction; and

(iv) the reasons for the restriction.

These details will be loaded in the National Treasury’s central database
of suppliers or persons prohibited from doing business with the public
sector.

23.7 If a court of law convicts a person of an offence as contemplated in

sections 12 or 13 of the Prevention and Combating of Corrupt Activities
Act, No. 12 of 2004, the court may also rule that such person’s name be
endorsed on the Register for Tender Defaulters. When a person’s name
has been endorsed on the Register, the person will be prohibited from
doing business with the public sector for a period not less than five years
and not more than 10 years. The National Treasury is empowered to
determine the period of restriction and each case will be dealt with on its
own merits. According to section 32 of the Act the Register must be
open to the public. The Register can be perused on the National Treasury
website.

24.1 When, after the date of bid, provisional payments are required, or anti-

dumping or countervailing duties are imposed, or the amount of a
provisional payment or anti-dumping or countervailing right is
increased in respect of any dumped or subsidized import, the State is
not liable for any amount so required or imposed, or for the amount of
any such increase. When, after the said date, such a provisional
payment is no longer required or any such anti-dumping or
countervailing right is abolished, or where the amount of such
provisional payment or any such right is reduced, any such favourable
difference shall on demand be paid forthwith by the contractor to the
State or the State may deduct such amounts from moneys (if any)
which may otherwise be due to the contractor in regard to supplies or
services which he delivered or rendered, or is to deliver or render in
terms of the contract or any other contract or any other amount which

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may be due to him

Notwithstanding the provisions of GCC Clauses 22 and 23, the
supplier shall not be liable for forfeiture of its performance security,
damages, or termination for default if and to the extent that his delay in
performance or other failure to perform his obligations under the
contract is the result of an event of force majeure.

If a force majeure situation arises, the supplier shall promptly notify
the purchaser in writing of such condition and the cause thereof.
Unless otherwise directed by the purchaser in writing, the supplier
shall continue to perform its obligations under the contract as far as is
reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for
performance not prevented by the force majeure event.

The purchaser may at any time terminate the contract by giving written
notice to the supplier if the supplier becomes bankrupt or otherwise
insolvent. In this event, termination will be without compensation to
the supplier, provided that such termination will not prejudice or affect
any right of action or remedy which has accrued or will accrue
thereafter to the purchaser.

If any dispute or difference of any kind whatsoever arises between the
purchaser and the supplier in connection with or arising out of the
contract, the parties shall make every effort to resolve amicably such
dispute or difference by mutual consultation.

If, after thirty (30) days, the parties have failed to resolve their dispute
or difference by such mutual consultation, then either the purchaser or
the supplier may give notice to the other party of his intention to
commence with mediation. No mediation in respect of this matter may
be commenced unless such notice is given to the other party.

Should it not be possible to settle a dispute by means of mediation, it
may be settled in a South African court of law.

Mediation proceedings shall be conducted in accordance with the rules
of procedure specified in the SCC.

Notwithstanding any reference to mediation and/or court proceedings
herein,

(a) the parties shall continue to perform their respective obligations
under the contract unless they otherwise agree; and
(b) the purchaser shall pay the supplier any monies due the supplier.

Except in cases of criminal negligence or willful misconduct, and in

the case of infringement pursuant to Clause 6;

(@) the supplier shall not be liable to the purchaser, whether in
contract, tort, or otherwise, for any indirect or consequential loss
or damage, loss of use, loss of production, or loss of profits or
interest costs, provided that this exclusion shall not apply to any
obligation of the supplier to pay penalties and/or damages to the
purchaser; and

(b) the aggregate liability of the supplier to the purchaser, whether
under the contract, in tort or otherwise, shall not exceed the total
contract price, provided that this limitation shall not apply to the
cost of repairing or replacing defective equipment.

The contract shall be written in English. All correspondence and other
documents pertaining to the contract that is exchanged by the parties
shall also be written in English.

The contract shall be interpreted in accordance with South African
laws, unless otherwise specified in SCC.

Every written acceptance of a bid shall be posted to the supplier
concerned by registered or certified mail and any other notice to him
shall be posted by ordinary mail to the address furnished in his bid or
to the address notified later by him in writing and such posting shall be
deemed to be proper service of such notice

The time mentioned in the contract documents for performing any act
after such aforesaid notice has been given, shall be reckoned from the
date of posting of such notice.

A foreign supplier shall be entirely responsible for all taxes, stamp
duties, license fees, and other such levies imposed outside the
purchaser’s country.

A local supplier shall be entirely responsible for all taxes, duties,
license fees, etc., incurred until delivery of the contracted goods to
the purchaser.

No contract shall be concluded with any bidder whose tax matters are
not in order. Prior to the award of a bid the Department must be in
possession of a tax clearance certificate, submitted by the bidder.
This certificate must be an original issued by the South African
Revenue Services.

The NIP Programme administered by the Department of Trade and
Industry shall be applicable to all contracts that are subject to the
NIP obligation.

In terms of section 4 (1) (b) (iii) of the Competition Act No. 89 of
1998, as amended, an agreement between, or concerted practice by,
firms, or a decision by an association of firms, is prohibited if it is
between parties in a horizontal relationship and if a bidder (s) is / are
or a contractor(s) was / were involved in collusive bidding (or bid

rigging).

If a bidder(s) or contractor(s), based on reasonable grounds or
evidence obtained by the purchaser, has / have engaged in the
restrictive practice referred to above, the purchaser may refer the
matter to the Competition Commission for investigation and possible
imposition of administrative penalties as contemplated in the
Competition Act No. 89 of 1998.

If a bidder(s) or contractor(s), has / have been found guilty by the
Competition Commission of the restrictive practice referred to
above, the purchaser may, in addition and without prejudice to any
other remedy provided for, invalidate the bid(s) for such item(s)
offered, and / or terminate the contract in whole or part, and / or
restrict the bidder(s) or contractor(s) from conducting business with
the public sector for a period not exceeding ten (10) years and / or
claim damages from the bidder(s) or contractor(s) concerned.
